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FATAL TRAFFIC CRASH

Menifee, CA — On September 12, 2025, at approximately 3:34 p.m., the Menifee Police Department
responded to a single-vehicle traffic collision at the intersection of Sherman Road and Shadel Road.

Upon arrival, officers located a Kia Soul with major damage and found an unresponsive 79-year-old female
from the Menifee, CA in the vehicle, who was the only occupant. CAL FIRE and AMR responded, and she was
pronounced deceased at the scene. The Menifee Police Department’s Traffic Unit responded to the scene and
assumed the investigation.

Preliminary findings indicate that the vehicle was traveling east on Shadel Road, failing to stop for the stop sign
at Sherman Road. The vehicle continued east and went over the curb, through a cinderblock wall and came to
rest in the back yard of a residence. Alcohol is suspected to have been a contributing factor in the collision.
